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Request for Proposals (RFP) 
Demolition Services 

Owensboro, Daviess County, Kentucky 
100 E. 9th & 911 Allen Streets 

 
CTC Public Benefit Corporation (PBC) is requesting proposals from qualified subcontractors/vendors to 
provide demolition services on structures located at 100 East 9th Street and 911 Allen Street (Allen St. Cleanup 
Site) in Owensboro, Kentucky (see Figure 1).  Demolition services at the Site will include the removal of all 
structures, foundations, and parking areas.  Considerations must be given to reuse and/or recycling of any 
building materials.   
 
The selected subcontractor/vendor will contract directly with CTC PBC; therefore, please review the 
attachments for the General Conditions and Provisions and complete the requested information and include with 
your response to this request for proposals (RFP).   
 
Subcontractors interested in bidding on this project must be familiar with Site conditions.  A mandatory pre-
bid meeting will be held at the Site on Thursday, November 18, 2010 @ 10:00 am.  A sign-in-sheet will be 
available to document attendance at the pre-bid meeting.  Only those subcontractors/vendors in attendance will 
be allowed to submit proposals for this RFP.  Proposals submitted by subcontractors/vendors who were not 
present at the pre-bid meeting and did not sign-in will not be considered.     
 
BACKGROUND 
In 2008, the City of Owensboro was awarded three EPA Brownfields Cleanup Grants to address contamination 
on the project properties.  As part of the City’s “Your Community Vision,” the City developed its Brownfield 
Program in order to help assess, cleanup and redevelop blighted, un-used and under-utilized properties within 
the City.  As part of this plan, the City of Owensboro and Daviess County have taken steps to develop a 
consolidated 911 Dispatch and Emergency Management Center located at 9th and Allen Streets, the current 
location of the cleanup properties.  The center will also house law enforcement training facilities, space for the 
Daviess County Sheriff’s Department and Emergency Management Agency, and regional offices for the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation. 
 
The project site consists of two (2) properties located in the southeast quadrant of the intersection of East 9th and 
Allen Streets in a commercial area of downtown Owensboro, Kentucky.  The properties are listed with 
addresses of 911 Allen Street and 100 East 9th Street.  Figure 2 is an aerial view of the project properties. 
 
911 Allen Street 
911 Allen Street was developed in the early 1950s as a dry cleaning facility.  The site operated as a dry cleaner 
for approximately 26 years.  The site is currently vacant.  The building is one story and approximately 2,370 
square feet. 
 
The building has a concrete foundation and the exterior finish consists of concrete block.  The building consists 
of three different flat roofs comprised of different roofing materials.  Interior walls consist of concrete block and 
wood paneling. The floors are unfinished concrete, vinyl floor tile, or carpet. The ceilings are finished with 
either wood or ceiling tiles. At the time of the survey, the building contained some of the equipment formally 
used for dry-cleaning operations. Readily observable pipes throughout the building were both insulated and un-
insulated.  
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100 East 9th Street 
The property at 100 East 9th Street was developed in the early 1950s as a single story, multi-unit retail building.  
Various tenants have occupied the structures including a beauty shop, martial arts studio, dentist office, and 
church.  The structure totals approximately 6,482 square feet.  
 
The building is a brick structure on concrete foundations. The roof of the building consists of three different 
systems. The first roof is a pitched, double layer asphaltic shingled roof. The second roof is a flat, built up roof 
consisting of black asphalt combined with layers of black felt with wood decking. The third roof is the original 
roof consisting of black asphalt with two layers of black felt with wood decking. Interior walls consist of plaster 
and gypsum wallboard. The ceilings were finished with either different types of 2’x4’ ceiling tile, 1’x1’ acoustic 
ceiling tiles, gypsum ceiling board or wood. The floors throughout the building were either 12”x12” or 9”x9” 
vinyl floor tiles, linoleum, carpet, or unfinished concrete. There were no attic spaces in the building. However, 
there is a basement within the building. Each suite is mechanically ventilated by electric window air 
conditioning units and electric baseboard heaters. Readily observable pipes were un-insulated throughout the 
building. 
 
SCOPE OF WORK (SOW) 
CTC PBC and the City’s Brownfield Program are seeking demolition services from subcontractors/vendors on 
four (4) tasks associated with this project.  The selected subcontractor/vendor shall complete the tasks in 
accordance with all federal, state and local laws, rules, regulations and requirements, and after obtaining all 
appropriate licenses and permits, and giving any and all required notifications.  CTC PBC, working through the 
City, reserves the right to modify the proposed activities based on items/issues discovered during the 
completion of demolition activities.  Should modifications be required, CTC PBC will negotiate with the 
selected subcontractor/vendor to address the modification of such proposed activities.  Please provide a not-to-
exceed cost estimate for the following: 
 

The following information should be considered when providing cost estimate: 
• An asbestos containing material (ACM) survey and hazardous materials survey conducted by 

Terracon in October 2010 is attached.  Any ACM or hazardous material identified will need to be 
handled and disposed of according to all federal, state, and local rules and laws.  (See Attachment 
A) 

• All materials to be recycled or reused are to be removed from the Site by the selected 
subcontractor/vendor.   

 
1. Permanently remove and properly dispose of all building materials associated with the structures, 

including foundations at the Site.  Please consider recycling or reusing any usable portions of the 
structures when preparing your responses. 

 
2. Permanently remove and properly dispose of any former asphalt and concrete parking areas at the Site.   

 
3. Provide a cost estimate to return the site to existing grade.  In addition, provide cost for any erosion 

control that may be needed and seeding of the demolished area.    
 

4. Prepare a site specific health and safety plan (HASP) to be implemented during the project. 
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ADDITIONAL INFORMATION 
In addition, subcontractor/vendor shall comply with the following requirements: 

• Subcontractor/vendor shall provide necessary equipment for the removal of all foundation/slab 
and asphalt and concrete parking area materials and the loading of all material into trucks. 

• Subcontractor/vendor shall provide, at Subcontractor’s sole expense and in accordance with 
applicable laws, the location for materials to be taken after removal from property. 

• Subcontractor/vendor shall properly dispose of all materials in accordance with federal, state, 
and local regulations and requirements. 

• Subcontractor/vendor shall execute on behalf of CTC PBC and the City, all construction and 
demolition (C&D) waste manifests. 

• Subcontractor/vendor shall utilize only qualified operators for all types of equipment used in the 
removal project. 

• SUBCONTRACTOR’S’S OBLIGATION FOR PROJECT SAFETY:  The Subcontractor/vendor 
shall be solely responsible for all construction means, methods, techniques, sequences, and 
procedures and for coordination and supervising all portions of the Work under the Agreement. 
The Subcontractor/vendor shall conduct the Work in such a manner as to protect CTC PBC, the 
City, and all other persons from accidents and injury, and in such a manner as to avoid damage to 
the Property, adjacent properties, or any improvements or personal property located thereon. The 
Subcontractor shall be solely responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising all safety 
precautions and programs in connection with the Work. The Subcontractor shall comply with all 
State and Federal OSHA, health, environmental, and safety regulations, rules and laws. The 
Subcontractor shall erect and maintain, as required by existing conditions and the progress of the 
Work, all reasonable safeguards for safety and protection, including posting danger signs and 
other warnings against hazards, promulgating safety regulations and notifying owners and users 
of adjacent utilities. Subcontractor shall examine the Property to its satisfaction prior to the 
commencement of any Work to become familiar with the condition of the Property to the extent 
necessary and appropriate to properly perform the Work. In this regard, Subcontractor shall (i) 
inspect the Property in order to determine the nature, extent and location of any dangerous or 
unsafe conditions on and in the vicinity of the Property, and (ii) specifically instructs its 
employees regarding the appropriate safety practices and procedures in connection with any 
dangerous or unsafe conditions that may encountered.  CTC PBC and the City make no 
representations or warranties with respect to the condition of the Property, or for the accuracy or 
completeness of any information provided by CTC PBC and the City or its agents with respect 
thereto. Any harm or injury to Subcontractor, Subcontractor’s employees, agents, subcontractors 
or any other persons performing any portion of the Work under an agreement with Subcontractor 
that is or may be attributable to the condition of the Property including, without limitation, the 
condition of improvements thereon, shall be the sole responsibility of, and at the sole risk of, 
Subcontractor. The presence on the job site of persons representing CTC PBC or the City shall 
not in any way be construed to limit the Subcontractor’s full responsibility hereunder for safety 
of all persons and property at the job site. Liability of the Subcontractor for all damages to 
persons or public or private property arising from the Subcontractor’s execution of the Work 
shall not be diminished because of any inspection, testing or observation of the Work by agents 
of CTC PBC or the City. 

• PROTECTION OF PROPERTY 
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i. Subcontractor shall take all reasonable precautions to prevent damage to property, visible 
and concealed, including adjacent property. Any and all damage to property by 
Subcontractor shall be repaired or compensated at Subcontractor expense. 

ii. Subcontractor shall protect the following items: 
1. All Survey hubs and markers 
2. Any storm drain, irrigation line, or open channel running through the property and 

apparently serving other properties 
3. Overhead electrical power, cable television, and other transmission lines and 

poles in and around the area 
4. To the extent possible, the two (2) groundwater monitoring wells located on the 

property.

1.0 INTRODUCTION 
 
Terracon conducted an asbestos survey of two separate buildings located on Allen Street and 
East 9th Street in Owensboro, Kentucky.  The surveys were conducted on October 5, 2010 by a 
Commonwealth of Kentucky accredited asbestos building inspector in general accordance with 
our proposal number P5710767 dated September 28, 2010.  Interior and exterior building 
components were surveyed and homogeneous areas of suspect asbestos-containing materials 
(ACM) and lead-containing paint (LCP) were visually identified and documented.  Although 
reasonable effort was made to survey all suspect materials, additional suspect but un-sampled 
materials could be located in walls, in voids or in other concealed areas.  Suspect ACM and LCP 
surface samples were collected in general accordance with the sampling protocols outlined in 
EPA regulation 40 CFR 763 (Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act, AHERA).  Samples 
were delivered to an accredited laboratory for analysis by Polarized Light Microscopy (PLM).  
 
As part of the ACM and LCP sampling activities, Terracon also conducted a visual assessment 
for the presence of the following hazardous materials at the request of the Client: 
  

 Materials and equipment potentially containing Polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) 
including transformers, capacitors, oil-containing circuit breakers, and light ballasts 

 Potential mercury (Hg)-containing equipment (such as thermostats, switches, relays, and 
high-intensity lights) 

 Potential radioactive materials (such as exit signs, smoke detectors, and controls) 
 Materials potentially containing chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs) (such as refrigerants and fire 

suppression systems) 
 

 
Terracon quantified and documented the presence of the above listed hazardous building 
materials in each building.  The results of the visual hazardous materials assessment are 
documented in Sections 3.2 and 5.2 below.

1.1 Project Objective 
 
Terracon understands these surveys were requested due to the planned demolition of the above 
mentioned buildings. 
 
2.0 BUILDING DESCRIPTION 

 
The planned parcels are comprised of two parcels developed into two separate buildings 
consisting of six separate commercial suites. 
 
The building description for each tract is further described below: 
 

 911 Allen Street was a previous drycleaners. The building is one story and 
approximately 2,370 square feet.   

The building has a concrete foundation and the exterior finish consists of concrete block.  
The building consists of three different flat roofs consisting of different roofing materials. 
Interior walls consist of concrete block and wood paneling. The floors are unfinished 
concrete, vinyl floor tile, or carpet. The ceilings are finished with either wood or ceiling 
tiles. At the time of the survey, the building contained some of the equipment formally 
used for dry-cleaning operations. Readily observable pipes throughout the building were 
both insulated and un-insulated. Terracon did not observe a thermostat inside the 
building. 

 909 Allen Street and 100, 106, 108, and 112 East 9th Street total approximately 6,482 
square feet. The building is comprised of five different individual commercial retail suites. 
The building is a brick structure on concrete foundations. The roof of the building 
consists of three different systems. The first roof is a pitched, double layer asphaltic 
shingled roof. The second roof is a flat, built up roof consisting of black asphalt 
combined with layers of black felt with wood decking. The third roof is the original roof 
consisting of black asphalt with two layers of black felt with wood decking. Interior walls 
consist of plaster and gypsum wallboard. The ceilings were finished with either different 
types of 2’x4’ ceiling tile, 1’x1’ acoustic ceiling tiles, gypsum ceiling board or wood.  The 
floors throughout the building were either 12”x12” or 9”x9” vinyl floor tiles, linoleum, 
carpet, or unfinished concrete. There were no attic spaces in the building. However, 
there is a basement within the building. Each suite is mechanically ventilated by electric 
window air conditioning units and electric baseboard heaters.  Readily observable pipes 
were un-insulated throughout the building.   
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3.0 FIELD ACTIVITIES 
 

3.1 Field Activities for Asbestos 
 
The survey was conducted by Mr. James Jackson, a Commonwealth of Kentucky Accredited 
Asbestos Building Inspector.  The survey was conducted in general accordance with the sample 
collection protocols established in EPA regulation 40 CFR 763, the Asbestos Hazard Emergency 
Response Act (AHERA).  A summary of survey activities is provided below. 
 
3.1.1 Visual Assessment 
 
Our survey activities began with visual observations of the interior and exterior of each building to 
identify homogeneous areas of suspect ACM.  A homogeneous area consists of building materials 
that appear similar throughout in terms of color, texture and date of application.  Interior 
assessment was conducted throughout visually accessible areas of the building.  Building 
materials identified as concrete, glass, wood, masonry, metal or rubber were not considered 
suspect ACM.  
 
3.1.2 Physical Assessment 
 
A physical assessment of each homogeneous area of suspect ACM was conducted to assess the 
friability and condition of the materials.  A friable material is defined by the EPA as a material 
which can be crumbled, pulverized or reduced to powder by hand pressure when dry.  Friability 
was assessed by physically touching suspect materials. 
 
3.1.3 Sample Collection 
 
Based on results of the visual observations, bulk samples of suspect ACM were collected in 
general accordance with AHERA sampling protocols.  Random samples of suspect materials 
were collected for each homogeneous area at each of the six commercial suites.  The inspector 
collected bulk samples using wet methods as applicable to reduce the potential for fiber release.  
Samples were placed in sealable containers and labeled with unique sample numbers using an 
indelible marker.  A summary of suspect ACM samples collected during the survey is included as 
Appendix B. 
 
The number of samples and homogeneous areas from each of the commercial suites is described 
below:

909 Allen Street 

Fifty-one (51) bulk samples were collected from suspect ACM.  Suspect asbestos-containing 
materials sampled at 909 Allen Street include:

 1’x1’ Ceiling Tile, 
 Vinyl Floor Tile and associated mastic, 
 Plaster Wall, 
 Black paper on fiberglass insulation, 
 Carpet Mastic, 
 Exterior Door Caulk, 
 Exterior Window Caulk, 
 Roofing Shingles (Pitched Roof), 
 Roofing Shingles (Flat Roof), 
 Roofing Materials (Flat Roof), 
 Roof Cement. 

 
100 East 9th Street 

Twenty (20) bulk samples were collected from suspect ACM.  Suspect asbestos-containing 
materials sampled at 100 East 9th Street include:

 1’x1’ Ceiling Tile, 
 Plaster Wall, 
 Sink Undercoat, 
 Gypsum Ceiling Board. 
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106 East 9th Street 

Twenty-seven (27) bulk samples were collected from suspect ACM.  Suspect asbestos-containing 
materials sampled at 106 East 9th Street include: 
 

 1’x1’ Ceiling Tile, 
 Vinyl Floor Tile and associated mastic, 
 Plaster Wall, 
 Paper on back of fiberglass insulation. 

 
108 East 9th Street 

Twenty-seven (27) bulk samples were collected from suspect ACM.  Suspect asbestos containing 
materials sampled at 108 East 9th Street include: 
 

 Suspended-Ceiling Tiles, 
 Gypsum Wallboard, 
 Vinyl Floor Tile, 
 Plaster Wall and Gypsum Wallboard mix, 
 Carpet Mastic, 
 Paper on back of fiberglass insulation. 

 
112 East 9th Street 

Thirty-three (33) bulk samples were collected from suspect ACM.  Suspect asbestos containing 
materials sampled at 112 East 9th Street include: 
 

 Vinyl Floor Tile and associated mastic, 
 Linoleum, 
 Suspended-Ceiling Tiles, 
 Cove Base Mastic, 
 Plaster Wall, 
 1’x1’ Ceiling Tiles, 
 Paper on back of fiberglass insulation. 

 
3.1.4 Sample Analysis 
 
Bulk samples were submitted under chain of custody to Steve Moody Micro Services, LLC located 
in Farmers Branch, Texas on October 6, 2010 for analysis by polarized light microscopy with 
dispersion staining techniques per EPA methodology (40 CFR 763, Subpart F).  Steve Moody 
Micro Services, LLC is accredited under the National Voluntary Laboratory Accreditation Program 
NVLAP (Accreditation No.102056).  The percentage of asbestos, where applicable, was 
determined by microscopical visual estimation.  The laboratory was instructed to analyze samples 
from each homogeneous area until the first sample containing asbestos was identified.   
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3.2 Field Activities for Suspect Lead Containing Paint 
 
Pursuant to the client’s request and in conjunction with the Asbestos Survey, Terracon visually 
assessed the interior of the site buildings and performed a limited LCP survey that consisted of 
collecting 21 paint chip samples from various painted components.  Paint chip samples were 
submitted under chain of custody to Environmental Science Corp. of Mt. Juliet, Tennessee for 
analysis by the Inductively Coupled Plasma (ICP) method per EPA Method 6010B.  
Environmental Science Corp. is accredited under the Environmental Lead Laboratory 
Accreditation Program (ELLAP No. 2006). 
 
Lead is regulated by the EPA, Kentucky Department of Public Health, Lead Program (KYLP), 
and OSHA.  The EPA and the KYLP regulate lead use, removal, and disposal, and OSHA 
regulates lead exposure to workers.  The EPA defines LCP as paint, varnish, stain, or other 
applied coating that contains lead equal to or greater than 1.0 mg/cm2, 5,000 mg/kg, or 0.5% by 
dry weight as determined by laboratory analysis.  For the purpose of the OSHA lead standard, 
lead includes metallic lead, all inorganic lead compounds, and organic lead soaps.  A synopsis 
of the OSHA regulations (29 CFR 1926.62) and the applicability are as follows: 
 
The OSHA Interim Lead Standard for Construction (29 CFR 1926.62) applies to all construction 
work where an employee may be occupationally exposed to lead.  All work related to 
construction, alteration, or repair (including painting and decorating) is included.  The lead-in-
construction standard applies to any detectable concentration of lead in paint, as even small 
concentrations of lead can result in unacceptable employee exposures depending upon the 
method of removal and other workplace conditions.  Under this standard, construction includes, 
but is not limited to, the following: 
 

 Demolition or salvage of structures where lead or materials containing lead are present 

 Removal or encapsulation of materials containing lead 

 New construction, alteration, repair, or renovation of structures, substrates, or portions 
containing lead, or materials containing lead 

 Installation of products containing lead 

 Lead contamination/emergency clean-up 

 Transportation, disposal, storage, or containment of lead or materials containing lead on 
the site or location at which construction activities are performed 

 Maintenance operations associated with construction activities described above 

 
A summary of the samples and their results is presented in the following table.  Laboratory 
analytical reports are included as Appendix G.

Based on a review of the analytical results, twelve of the fifteen sampled components contained 
lead.  Three of the sampled components contained lead above the EPA threshold concentration 
of 5,000 mg/kg for lead-based paint. 
 
This LCP survey was limited to readily observable and accessible surfaces.  Terracon cannot 
guarantee that other surfaces not sampled during the survey are lead-free, as the possibility 
exists that LCP coated surfaces may be hidden from sight or in inaccessible locations, or the 
homogeneous construction areas identified may not be truly homogeneous.  This limited LCP 
survey was not performed to the HUD Guidelines for the Evaluation and Control of Lead-Based 

Paint Hazards in Housing standards.  It should be understood that this limited LCP survey is not 
considered to be comprehensive, and the results are not intended to be used to , develop 
abatement plans, or prepare detailed cost estimates for abatement. 
 
3.3  Visual Survey for Hazardous Materials

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4.0 REGULATORY OVERVIEW 
 
The asbestos NESHAP (40 CFR Part 61, Subpart M) regulates asbestos fiber emissions and 
asbestos waste disposal practices.  It also requires the identification and classification of existing 
building materials prior to demolition or renovation activity.  Under NESHAP, asbestos-containing 
building materials are classified as either friable, Category I non-friable or Category II non-friable 
ACM.  Friable materials are those that, when dry, may be crumbled, pulverized or reduced to 
powder by hand pressure.  Category I non-friable ACM includes packings, gaskets, resilient floor 
coverings and asphalt roofing products containing more than 1% asbestos.  Category II non-
friable ACM are any materials other than Category I materials that contain more than 1% 
asbestos.   
 
Friable ACM, Category I and Category II non-friable ACM which is in poor condition and has 
become friable or which will be subjected to drilling, sanding, grinding, cutting or abrading and 
which could be crushed or pulverized during anticipated demolition or renovation activities are 
considered regulated ACM (RACM). RACM must be removed prior to demolition or renovation 
activities which will disturb the materials. The owner or operator must provide the Kentucky 
Division for Air Quality (DAQ) with written notification of planned removal activities at least 10 
working days prior to the commencement of asbestos abatement activities for projects which 
affect at least 160-square feet, 260-linear feet, or 35-cubic feet.  Removal of RACM must be 
conducted by a DAQ certified asbestos abatement contractor.   
 
The OSHA asbestos standard for construction (29 CFR 1926.1101) regulates workplace exposure 
to asbestos.  The OSHA standard requires that employee exposure to airborne asbestos fibers be 
maintained below 0.1 asbestos fibers per cubic centimeter of air (0.1 f/cc).  The OSHA standard 
classifies construction and maintenance activities which could disturb ACM, and specifies work 
practices and precautions which employers must follow when engaging in each class of regulated 
work.  States which administer their own federally-approved state OSHA programs may require 
additional precautions. 
 
Lead is regulated by the EPA, Kentucky Department of Public Health, Lead Program (KYLP), 
and OSHA.  The EPA and the KYLP regulate lead use, removal, and disposal, and OSHA 
regulates lead exposure to workers.  The EPA defines LCP as paint, varnish, stain, or other 
applied coating that contains lead equal to or greater than 1.0 mg/cm2, 5,000 mg/kg, or 0.5% by 
dry weight as determined by laboratory analysis.  For the purpose of the OSHA lead standard, 
lead includes metallic lead, all inorganic lead compounds, and organic lead soaps.  A synopsis 
of the OSHA regulations (29 CFR 1926.62) and the applicability are as follows: 
 
The OSHA Interim Lead Standard for Construction (29 CFR 1926.62) applies to all construction 
work where an employee may be occupationally exposed to lead.  All work related to 
construction, alteration, or repair (including painting and decorating) is included.  The lead-in-
construction standard applies to any detectable concentration of lead in paint, as even small 
concentrations of lead can result in unacceptable employee exposures depending upon on the 
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method of removal and other workplace conditions.  Under this standard, construction includes, 
but is not limited to, the following: 
 

 Demolition or salvage of structures where lead or materials containing lead are present 

 Removal or encapsulation of materials containing lead 

 New construction, alteration, repair, or renovation of structures, substrates, or portions 
containing lead, or materials containing lead 

 Installation of products containing lead 

 Lead contamination/emergency clean-up 

 Transportation, disposal, storage, or containment of lead or materials containing lead on 
the site or location at which construction activities are performed 

 Maintenance operations associated with construction activities described above 

 
 
5.0  FINDINGS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
 
5.1 Asbestos 
 
Based on the results of laboratory analysis, samples of the following materials were identified to 
contain asbestos:

 Vinyl Floor Tile – 9”x9”, light brown with white streaks, 
 Vinyl Floor tile – 9”x9”, dark brown, 
 Pipe Insulation – aircell, 
 Carpet Mastic – yellow and black mix, 
 Exterior Window Caulk – white, 
 Interior Window Caulk – white, 
 Roofing Tar 2 – black (Roof #1 and Roof #2), 
 Flashing material – black (Roof #3), 
 Roof Cement – black.

 Vinyl Floor Tile – 9”x9”, light brown with colored specks and associated black mastic, 
 Window Caulk – off-white,

A summary of the classification, condition and approximate quantity of identified ACM are 
presented in Appendix C.  Laboratory analytical reports are included in Appendix D. 
 
Terracon recommends that the identified ACM be removed and disposed by a Kentucky 
Department for Air Quality certified asbestos abatement contractor prior to the demolition activity 
that will disturb the asbestos-containing materials identified.  
 
5.2 Lead-Containing Paint 
 
Terracon collected several samples of interior and exterior building painted materials. According 
to the laboratory results, there are lead-containing painted surfaces on the interior and exterior 
of the buildings located at 911 Allen Street and 100 East 9th Street. 
 
5.3 Visual Survey for Hazardous Materials 
 
5.3.1 PCB’s in Light Ballasts 
 
Terracon identified a total of 63 light ballasts during the visual survey.  Ballasts with no 
indication of the presence or absence of PCBs are assumed to contain PCBs.  If this equipment 
will not be reused, Terracon recommends that the light ballasts be properly segregated and 
those with no indication of the presence or absence of PCB’s be removed and properly 
disposed of prior to renovation or demolition activities in accordance with Federal, state, and 
local regulations.   
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5.3.2 Mercury in Thermostat Switches and Florescent Light Bulbs 
 
Terracon identified a total of six suspect mercury-containing thermostats and 137 fluorescent light 
bulbs during the visual survey.  If this equipment will not be reused, Terracon recommends that 
the identified suspect mercury-containing thermostats and fluorescent light bulbs be removed and 
properly disposed or recycled prior to demolition activities in accordance with Federal, state, and 
local regulations. 
 
5.3.3 Freon in HVAC Equipment 
 
Terracon identified a total of six suspect Freon-containing HVAC condenser units during the 
visual survey.  Terracon recommends the removal and proper disposal of Freon from the HVAC 
equipment prior to demolition activities in accordance with Federal, state and local regulations. 
 
5.3.4 Ionizing Radiation Smoke Detectors 
 
Terracon identified a total of eight smoke detectors during the visual survey.  If this equipment 
will not be reused, Terracon recommends the removal and proper disposal or recycling of 
ionizing radiation smoke detectors from the building prior to demolition activities in accordance 
with Federal, state, and local regulations. 
 
6.0 GENERAL COMMENTS 

 
This asbestos survey and visual survey for hazardous materials was conducted in a manner 
consistent with the level of care and skill ordinarily exercised by members of the profession 
currently practicing under similar conditions in the same locale.  The results, findings, conclusions 
and recommendations expressed in this report are based on conditions observed during our 
survey of the building.  The information contained in this report is relevant to the date on which 
this survey was performed, and should not be relied upon to represent conditions at a later date. 
This report has been prepared on behalf of and exclusively for use the CTC Public Benefit 
Corporation and the City of Owensboro for specific application to the project as discussed.  This 
report is not a bidding document.  Contractors or consultants reviewing this report must draw their 
own conclusions regarding further investigation or remediation deemed necessary.  Terracon 
does not warrant the work of regulatory agencies, laboratories or other third parties supplying 
information which may have been used in the preparation of this report.  No warranty, express or 
implied is made.

Withdrawn Offers - Offers may be withdrawn before the time set for receipt of offers.  
 
Purchase Order Award – CTC PBC intends to award a purchase order to the low responsive Offeror, 
which may occur without discussions with Offerors.  Therefore, the Offeror's initial offer should 
contain the Offeror's best terms from a price and technical standpoint.  However, CTC PBC reserves 
the right to conduct discussions if later determined by the Procurement Representative to be 
necessary.  CTC PBC may reject any or all offers if such action is in CTC PBC best interest; and 
accept other than the lowest offer; and waive informalities and minor irregularities in offers received.  
Only firm fixed price purchase orders, fixed unit price, or fixed price purchase orders with economic 
price adjustments for the acquisition of commercial items shall result from this solicitation. 
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PURCHASE ORDER 
GENERAL PROVISIONS – COMMERCIAL ITEMS 

 
1. TERMS AND CONDITIONS 
 

(a) This Order is subject to the following terms and conditions and by accepting the Order, or any part 
thereof, the Seller agrees to and accepts said terms and conditions. 
 

(b) The referenced Purchase Order, attachments, and documents incorporated herein constitute the 
complete and exclusive statement of the terms of this agreement between Buyer and Seller and 
supersede all prior representations, understandings, and communications relating hereto. The invalidity 
in whole or in part of any provision of this Order shall not affect the validity of other provisions.  
Buyer's failure to insist, in any one or more instances, upon the performance of any term of this Order 
shall not be constituted as a waiver or relinquishment of Buyer's right to such performance or to future 
performance of such a term or terms, and Seller's obligation in respect thereto shall continue in full 
force and effect.  Time shall be of the essence hereunder.  Seller shall perform work and make 
deliveries hereunder no earlier than and only to the minimum extent consistent with delivery schedules 
and other requirements. 

 
2. INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE 
 

The Seller shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this Order.  The 
Buyer reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance.  The 
Buyer may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at 
no increase in price.  The Buyer must exercise its post-acceptance rights – 

 
(a) Within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and 
 
(b) Before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the 

defect in the item. 
 
3. CHANGES 
 

By written order, Buyer may, from time to time, order work suspension or make changes in drawings, 
designs, specifications, place of delivery, methods of shipment and packaging, and property and services furnished 
by Seller.  If any such changes causes an increase or decrease in the price of this Order or in the time required for its 
performance, Seller shall promptly notify Buyer thereof and assert its claim for adjustment within 20 days after the 
change is ordered, and an equitable adjustment shall be made.  However, nothing in this provision shall excuse 
Seller from proceeding immediately with the Order as changed.  Whether made pursuant to this provision or by 
mutual agreement, changes shall not be binding upon Buyer except when specifically confirmed in writing by a 
member of Buyer's Purchasing Department.  Information, advice, approvals or instructions given by Buyer's 
technical personnel or other representatives shall be deemed expressions of personal opinions only and shall not 
affect Buyer's and Seller's rights and obligations hereunder unless set forth in a writing which is signed by a member 
of Buyer's Purchasing Department and which expressly states that it constitutes an amendment to that Order. 

 
4. INDEMNIFICATION 
 

(a) In the event any article sold and delivered hereunder shall be defective in any respect whatsoever, 
Seller will indemnify and save harmless Buyer from all loss or the payment of all sums of money 
by reason of all accidents, injuries, or damages to persons or property that may happen or occur in 
connection with the use or sale of such article and are contributed to by said defective conditions. 
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(b) If Seller performs services or constructs, erects, inspects or delivers hereunder, Seller will 
indemnify and save harmless Buyer from all loss or the payment of all sums of money by reason 
of all accidents, injuries, or damages to persons or property that may happen or occur in 
connection therewith. 

 
(c) In lieu of any other warranty by Buyer or Seller against infringement, statutory, or otherwise, it is 

agreed that Seller shall defend at its expense any suit against Buyer or its customers based on a 
claim that any item furnished under this Order or the normal use or sale thereof infringes any U.S. 
Letters Patent or Copyrights, other than claims under Letters Patent covering combinations of such 
items with items not furnished by Seller, and shall pay costs and damages finally awarded in any 
such suit; provided that Seller is notified in writing of the suit and given authority, information, 
and assistance at Seller's expense for the defense of same.  If the use or sale of said item is 
enjoined as a result of such suit, Seller, at no expense to Buyer, shall obtain for Buyer and its 
customers the right to use and sell said item or shall substitute an equivalent item acceptable to 
Buyer and extend this patent indemnity thereto. 

 
(d) Notwithstanding the foregoing Provision, when this Order is performed under the Authorization 

and Consent of the U.S. Government to infringe U.S. patents, Seller’s liability for infringement of 
such Patents in such performance shall be limited to the extent of the obligation of the Buyer to 
indemnify the U. S. Government. 

 
(e) Seller shall indemnify and hold Buyer harmless from and against any liability, including, without 

limitation, Buyer’s cost, attorney’s fee, or any fines or penalties assessed against Buyer, resulting 
from a violation of the Anti-Kickback Enforcement Act of 1986 by Seller or by any Subcontractor 
below Seller or Subcontractor employee. 

 
5. TERMINATION 
 

In the event of Seller's failure to deliver as and when specified, Buyer reserves the right to cancel this 
Order, or any part thereof, without prejudice to its other rights, and Seller agrees that Buyer may return part or all of 
any shipment so made and may charge Seller with any loss or expense sustained as a result of such failure to deliver.  
 
6. ASSIGNMENTS AND SUBCONTRACTING 

  
 Neither this Order nor any interest herein nor claim hereunder may be assigned or delegated by Seller; nor 
may all or substantially all of this Order be further subcontracted by Seller without the prior written consent of 
Buyer.  No consent shall be deemed to relieve Seller of its obligations to comply fully with the requirements hereof. 
 
 Notwithstanding the above, Seller may, without Buyer’s consent, assign monies due to Seller and to 
become due to Seller hereunder, provided buyer shall continue to have the right to exercise any and all of its rights 
under, settle any and all claims arising out of, and enter into amendments to, this Order, without notice to or consent 
of the assignee.  Buyer shall be given notice of the assignment; all invoices shall refer to the assignment. 
 
7. WARRANTIES 
 

Seller warrants to Buyer and Buyer's customers that all items delivered and all services rendered hereunder 
will conform with the requirements hereof and will be free from defects.  In addition to other remedies which may 
be available at law or in equity, Buyer, at its option, may return to Seller any nonconforming or defective items or 
require correction or replacement of nonconforming or defective items, Seller shall repay such portion of the 
contract price or such additional amount as is equitable under the circumstances.  These rights of Buyer are in 
addition to but shall not be limited by Seller's standard warranties.  Inspection and acceptance of items by Buyer or 
its customer, or payment thereof, shall not relieve seller of its responsibilities hereunder. 
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8. DISPUTES 
 

This contract shall be governed by the Uniform Commercial Code (UCC) as enacted in the Commonwealth 
of Pennsylvania, and the United Nations convention on Contracts for the International Sale of Goods (CISG) will 
not apply under any circumstances.   In the event of a disagreement or dispute regarding any matter covered by this 
Order, which is not disposed of by mutual agreement, the parties hereto shall pursue those necessary corporate 
and/or legal remedies as may be appropriate to resolve any dispute.  Legal remedies may include pursuit of the 
dispute by either party in a court of competent jurisdiction.  In this event, each party shall be responsible for all costs 
they incur as a result of such action.  Seller is required to continue performance on a disputed matter until any such 
dispute is resolved, or until such legal action specifically directs the cessation of performance by the Seller.  It is the 
intention of the parties hereto that this provision shall govern all disputes whether or not specifically referred to 
herein. 
 
9. INVOICE 
 

The Seller shall submit an original invoice (or electronic invoice, if authorized), to the address designated 
in the Order to receive invoices.  An invoice must include: 

 
(a) Name and address of the Seller; 
 
(b) Invoice date; 

 
(c) Order number and order line item number; 

 
(d) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered; 

 
(e) Shipping number and date of shipment including bill of lading number and weight of shipment if 

shipped on Government bill of lading; 
 

(f) Terms of any prompt payment discount offered; 
 

(g) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent; and 
 

(h) Name, title, and phone number of person to be notified in event of defective invoice. 
 
10. OTHER COMPLIANCES 
 

The Seller shall comply with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws, executive orders, rules, and 
regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 
 
11. PRECEDENCE 
 

Conflicting provisions hereof, if any, shall prevail in the following descending order of precedence:  (1)  
typed provisions set forth on this Order, including the description of items purchased/statement of work and 
specifications attached or incorporated by reference,  (2) Buyer's Order Attachments, and (3) these Purchase Order 
General Provisions.  Buyer's specifications shall prevail over those of an agency of the U.S. Government, and both 
shall prevail over those of Seller. 

 
12. LIEN WAIVER(S) 
 

Seller shall provide Buyer with lien waivers in a form reasonably satisfactory to Buyer from any and all 
lower-tier subcontractors, consultants, material men, suppliers, or other entities (hereinafter collectively referred to 
as “subcontractors”) working under Seller in the performance of this Order.  Failure to deliver such lien waiver(s) 
shall cause Buyer to withhold payment of that amount from the Order payment schedule equal to the amount to 
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which the subcontractor(s) are entitled.  Further, in the event that such lien waivers are not delivered to Buyer by the 
point in time when performance by Seller has reached fifty percent (50%) of completion, Buyer may, at its sole 
option, elect to double the amount of retainage established under this Order and issue any progress payments due 
and owing to Seller in the form of jointly payable checks. 

 
In the event that Buyer receives notice of non-payment of a subcontractor or a formal notice of the intent by 

a subcontractor to file a lien, Buyer shall notify Seller which will have five (5) business days within which to resolve 
the non-payment or prospective lien.  In the event that a lien attaches due to Seller’s failure to respond, Seller shall 
have five (5) business days within which to cause such lien to be removed.  Until such lien is removed Buyer shall 
be under no obligation to make any progress payments to Seller.  Seller shall hold Buyer harmless for any and all 
damages attributable to the placement of a lien upon its property, including reasonable attorney fees. 

 
13. MISCELLANEOUS 
 

(a) If Seller refuses to accept this Order exactly as written, Seller will so advise the Buyer upon 
receipt of the Order and before Seller makes any shipment. 

 
(b) Upon request by the Buyer, the Seller agrees to furnish waivers or releases from other suppliers or 

subcontractors for the purchases covered by this Order. 
 
(c) Buyer will not be responsible for any goods delivered or services rendered without a Purchase 

Order.  Our Order number must appear on all invoices, packing lists, correspondence, etc. 
 

(d) If CTC’s accounts payable department is notified of an outstanding debt of the supplier owed to 
CTC and uncollected by CTC, CTC may withhold and offset any debt owed to CTC from any 
outstanding supplier invoices submitted to CTC for payment.  A 30-day notification to offset a 
supplier invoice will be issued by CTC prior to the offset, thereby allowing the supplier the 
opportunity to negotiate a debt repayment schedule with interest in lieu of an offset.  If the amount 
of the debt is greater than the amount on any outstanding invoices, offsets will continue until the 
supplier debt is fully repaid to CTC.

 (f) By accepting this Order, Seller certifies to Buyer that the Seller is in full compliance with the

 its officers, agents, partners or employees, nor any subcontractor below Seller or subcontractor 
 employee has:  (1) provided or attempted to provide or offered to provide any kickback; (2) 
 solicited, accepted, or attempted to accept any kickback; or (3) included, directly or indirectly, the 
 amount of any kickback in the price applicable to this order or in the subcontract price charged by 
 any subcontractor to a higher-tier subcontractor. 
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 (g) If Seller believes that a violation of one or more of the prohibitions described in Paragraph 10 (d) 
 may have occurred, Seller shall promptly report in writing, to the Legal Office of Concurrent 
 Technologies Corporation (CTC), 100 CTC Drive, Johnstown, Pennsylvania 15904 (for 
 information call (814) 269-2422); please identify yourself, your company, the violation as 
 specifically as possible, and identify the Order to which the report relates.

(g) "GOVERNMENT" - Means Buyer and will mean Government, whenever appropriate, where 

indicated elsewhere in these terms and conditions.
